* Passports: Please ensure that you are in possession of a valid passport with at least
TWO BLANK PAGES marked “VISA” and that this is valid for at least 6 months after your
infended return date from South Africa. If you are visiting other countries, please
establish entry requirements and have addifional blank visa pages for those countries
as well. In accordance with South African government regulations, boarding will be
denied should you not have the correct number of pages in your passport.

*  Malaria: You are visiting an area where malaria is found - this includes the Greater
Kruger Natfional Park area incorporating the Sabi Sands, Thornybush, Timbavati
Kapama, and other private game reserves, please contact your physician or travel
clinic for advice as to what precautions against malaria they suggest for you.
